	Instruction Sheet

1.	Applications are reviewed once a year.  The deadline date for the receipt of applications is March 1. Funding decisions are made in the following fall.

2.	Applications are reviewed on a competitive basis by the CPIRF Scientific Review Committee whose recommendations are considered by the CPIRF Board of Directors.  Awards are made on favorable action of the Board of Directors. 

3.	Success in this program is dependent on the qualifications of the applicant, scientific quality of the applicant’s research proposal, evidence of a nurturing institutional environment, clear commitment of professional development mentor, and support of the program director. 

4.	Use the attached form.  Do not use other forms, such as those of the NIH or other funding agencies and foundations.  Be sure to include the fully completed UCP cover page (administrative page) as the FIRST page of the application.

5.	Use the Outline of Narrative as the format for the application.  Be complete, but as concise as possible in your narrative.  Use single space.

6.	Adhere to strict page limitations. Do not include other materials or appendices except up to two letters of support (from mentor and program director).

7.	Number the pages of the application.  On page 2, provide a table of contents which gives the page numbers of the contents of the application. 

8.	One copy of any pertinent applicant-authored reprints should be included (exception to #7).

7.	Letter from Mentor/Sponsor stating relationship to applicant and proposed role of applicant in institutional academic program.  Describe resources and facilities to be made available to awardee.  Include institutional plans for improving or increasing its cerebral palsy academic program and role of this Award in accomplishing this objective.

8.    Letter from Division or Department Head assuring release time for 60 percent research.

8.	A non-technical summary of the research, educational and clinical program that may be used for public information.

 9.	If the research includes investigations on human subjects, a copy of the approval by the institutional review board (IRB) should be submitted with the application.  If the research involves laboratory animals, a copy should be attached of the Animal Welfare Assurances filed with the Office for Protection from Research Risks of the National Institutes of Health.
